KONFERENCE KIDS 
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Hamilton Island  is on a  mission to be green desp ite being surrounded by a  sea  of b lue. With the 
tremendous number of visitors to the island  eac h year, having stra teg ies in p lac e to reduc e the impac ts 
on the environment is c ruc ia l to the island ’s susta inability – even if you’ re not aware of them. 
 
I n this day and  age, p rotec ting our na tura l resourc es and  reduc ing our impac t on the environment is a  
rea l c onsidera tion to any thinking person. The importanc e of having environmenta l initia tives in p lac e is 
ac c ep ted  by ind ividua ls and  b ig  business a like, but the ways in whic h grea t ga ins a re made a re not 
a lways evident, indeed  it is often the little things tha t add  up  and  make the b iggest d ifferenc e. On 
Hamilton Island , p rotec ting the environment and  doing everything possib le to  minimise the impac t of 
the many visitors eac h year is essentia l to ensure the island ’s surviva l. Ma inta ining a  positive ba lanc e 
and  p rotec ting the often frag ile ec osystem of the island  is a  ma jor c onsidera tion in the day to day 
running of Hamilton Island  and  a  c ruc ia l fac tor to be c onsidered  whenever la rge-sc a le works a re in 
their p lanning stages. 
 
Muc h has been written about the c areful p lanning tha t went into the design and  c onstruc tion of the 
world -famous qua lia  resort, ensuring tha t the design was not only sympa thetic  to the a rea , but 
p reserving as muc h of the na tura lly oc c urring vegeta tion as possib le and  in fac t weaving it into the 
very design and  making it pa rt of the finished  p rojec t. Desp ite inc reasing the development c osts 
c onsiderab ly, the Hamilton Island  Golf Club  too, was spec ific a lly designed  to fit in with the rugged 
na tura l environment of Dent Island  and  reta ins the na tura l soils and  vegeta tion, while an 
environmenta lly susta inab le irriga tion system has been put in p lac e to keep the c ourse in mint 
c ond ition, but without any adverse effec ts on the ec osystem. Indeed , a lthough Hamilton Island  is the 
la rgest resort island  in the Whitsundays, more than 70 perc ent of it is preserved  in its virg in sta te, home 
to a  wide variety of anima ls, trees, ferns and  grasses. In add ition to being a  bushwa lker’ s parad ise, the 
island  na tura lly oc c urring euc a lyp ts, the leaves from whic h a re used  to feed  the koa las a t the Hamilton 
Island  Wild life Park on the island . The feed ing of other anima ls though is d isc ouraged  on Hamilton 
Island , with guests educ a ted  not to ‘ feed  the loc a ls’  and  garbage b ins supp lied  a ll over the island  tha t 
have been spec ia lly designed  to  keep  the rubb ish in but the loc a l fauna  out. The extensive educ a tion 
p rogram of c ourse extends to the surrounding waters and  the Grea t Barrier Reef itself, with only highly 
qua lified  and  ec o-ac c redited  tourism businesses opera ting out of Hamilton Island , ensuring best 
p rac tic e is a lways ma inta ined . 
 
Hamilton Island  Enterp rises (HIE) is a lso a  staunc h supporter of marine park researc h and  is a  long-
stand ing partic ipant in the Eye on the Reef program whic h, a long with some 40 other marine tourism 
opera tors, c onstantly monitor and  c ollec t da ta  on the hea lth of the Grea t Barrier Reef, working c losely 
with Grea t Barrier Reef Marine Park Authority (GBRMPA).  
 
All of these things and  so many more go on day a fter day as an integra l pa rt of life on the island . Wa ter 
is rec yc led  wherever possib le and  a  sta te-of-the-a rt waste trea tment p lant c onverts sewage to ‘ A’  
Class trea ted  effluent, 90 perc ent of whic h is reused  to irriga te the many parks and  gardens a round  the 
island . Rec yc ling is a  partic ula rly important initia tive and  Hamilton Island ’s new rec yc ling p lan a ims to  
reduc e genera l waste by 70-80 perc ent in the next 12 months! This best p rac tic e rec yc ling p lan 
separa tes eac h materia l a t its sourc e and  is designed  to make the p roc ess as easy for a ll involved  
to imp lement as possib le, through signage, c ommunic a tion, educ a tion and  ava ilab ility and  easy 
ac c ess to rec yc ling b ins.  Supported  by the Queensland  Government’ s Pub lic  Plac e Rec yc ling 
Program, this initia tive b rings together a ll pa rties on the island , from sta ff to guests, loc a l sc hool c hild ren 
and  tour opera tors, and  will see awards introduc ed  to enc ourage partic ipa tion and  rec ognise those 
who make a  d ifferenc e. 

CORPORATE SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY 
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 It a ll adds up . Phospha te-free c leaning p roduc ts, power tags to  turn off e lec tric ity when guests leave 
their rooms and  of c ourse, the ub iquitous elec tric  golf buggies whic h a re so muc h a  part of the 
Hamilton Island  lifestyle, p rovid ing transport without any harm to the environment (only servic e vehic les 
exist on the island  and  fuel-powered  buggies a re being phased  out c ompletely). Of c ourse monitoring 
our impac t on the environment and  ma inta ining a  hea lthy ba lanc e is an ongoing p roc ess, so in 2007 
the Hamilton Island  Environmenta l Club  was formed. Made up  of sta ff and  residents, it exists to d isc uss 
and  work to improve the environmenta l initia tives on the island , while Hamilton Island  and  various 
c onc essionaires, sta ff and  c lubs a re a lso ac tively involved  in p rojec ts like ‘Clean up  Austra lia  Day’ , not 
only on Hamilton and  Dent Island , but a lso on neighbouring Whitsunday and  Henning Islands. 
 
It’ s ongoing but an essentia l p roc ess tha t is c onstantly being improved  and  refined  to ensure tha t every 
possib le base is c overed  to see tha t Hamilton Island  and  its surrounds not only survive, but thrive.
